Nursing Informatics is a specialty that integrates nursing science, computer science and information science by managing and communicating data, information, knowledge, and wisdom in nursing practice. 

Nursing Informatics supports nurses, patients, consumers, the interprofessional healthcare team and other stakeholders in their decision-making in all roles and settings to achieve desired outcomes. This support is accomplished through the use of information structures, information processes, and information technology.

According to an article titled ‘How to Become a Nurse Informaticist’ written by our own Kathleen Hunter, Toni Hebda and Dee McGonigle, some of the typical skills a nurse looking to pursue a career in informatics should carry are analytical, critical thinking and project management. “Although all these skills can be developed during nursing school and in the field as a registered nurse, having a fundamental understanding in these areas can give you a leg up over the competition as you apply for nursing programs and open positions.”

They also go on to explain that “the most favored—and direct—route toward a career as a nurse informaticist is through higher education. Formal academic preparation in nursing informatics begins at the master's degree level with a Master of Science in Nursing (M.S.N.). “

Delivery methods and models

ON-SITE

HYBRID
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There are three educational delivery models to choose from when deciding on the program that is right for you. First there is more of a traditional setting where you go to the classroom to receive instruction and feedback from your professors and doctoral committee. There are many colleges and universities that provide this model.

Second, there is the online delivery model, where 100% of the coursework and advising take place over the internet. Online course work can be delivered both asynchronously, meaning no scheduled meeting times, or synchronously, where there are scheduled class lecture times.  There is also the hybrid format where some of the coursework is done online and some of it is done in a classroom. Typically the hybrid models require face-to-face attendance at different intervals throughout the program.

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Students will be able to choose from fully on ground, hybrid or completely online methods of learning.  Some schools offering online programs may require onsite evaluations of students during predetermined times during the program.  It is important to check with the school that you are considering to see what their on ground requirements are.  

Online programs vary greatly from one school to the other.  It is important to understand what you will be doing in the online classroom to be sure it suits your learning needs.

Accreditation can be an important aspect when choosing a school. Schools may be regionally or nationally accredited, and schools can choose to apply for and obtain programmatic accreditation. Accreditation provides assurance to the public and to prospective students that standards of quality have been met.

Chamberlain College of Nursing is accredited by The Higher Learning Commission (HLC) and is a member of the North Central Association of Colleges and Schools, ncahlc.org. HLC is one of the eight regional agencies that accredit U.S. colleges and universities at the institutional level. 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The MSN can be completed in as few as two years or year round, full time enrollment. A BSN is required along with a 3.0 GPA and an active, unrestricted nursing license in the state you reside in. Students will complete two 100-hour informatics practicums, total of 200 hours, with the support of an experienced informatics nurse, allowing them to strengthen and apply the knowledge and skills acquired from coursework. The student will select a mentor of their choice for the practicum. They will work with a Chamberlain practicum coordinator who will provide assistance in securing the practicum site.  

The Graduate Certificate Program is designed for MSN-prepared nurses looking to enhance their expertise to meet critical areas of need in nursing informatics. Students have the option to complete their graduate certificate with or without the two 100-hour informatics practicums. 

Chamberlain’s curriculum provides the core competencies identified by the National League of Nursing (NLN). Graduates will be eligible to sit for the American Nurses Credentialing Center (ANCC) Informatics Nursing Certification exam.

The Informatics curriculum teaches you to interpret, analyze and use electronic health record technology, as well as empowers you to be more efficient and effective in healthcare practices. Coursework includes the practice of nursing informatics, management of data and information, healthcare information workflow and project management.
